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Punto is a range of extremely comfortable armchairs designed by Swedish designer
Jonas Wagell. The armchairs have been specifically designed for meeting or dining
areas, for relaxed meals and after-dinner conversation.

Very much in keeping with the Scandinavian designer’s work, the Punto range’s
refined, organic and sinuous lines create iconic silhouettes and convey a sense of
comfort at first glance, promising a warm and embracing sitting experience.

In Punto, a play of exquisitely sculpted volumes takes the form of a rounded, soft
backrest that delicately surrounds the padded seat.

The Punto range consists of two models:

-The Punto Large armchair is slightly more generous in size and features
predominantly upholstered surfaces, making it ideal for environments requiring a high
level of comfort.

-The Punto Compact armchair is slightly smaller in size; in this model, the wood takes
centre stage and, as a space is created between the seat and the backrest, the
armchair appears visually lighter.

Although the two models differ slightly in size and proportions to meet various
practical needs depending on the setting, both armchairs share the same style and
visual character, making them ideal for combining in the same space.

“I set myself the goal of creating a small collection of armchairs linked
by a memorable, yet graphically simple form that would allow them

to be combined and multiplied without losing their distinctive character
or their unified identity.”

Wagell. Las butacas han sido expresamente pensadas para equipar espacios de
reunién o restauracion, para comidas relajadas y sobremesas con charlas distendidas.
Muy acorde con el trabajo del disefiador escandinavo, en la familia Punto las
depuradas lineas orgdnicas y sinuosas logran crear siluetas icdnicas y transmitir la
nocion de comodidad a simple vista, anticipando una sentada acogedora y envolvente.
En Punto, un juego de volumenes exquisitamente esculpidos se concreta en

un respaldo redondeado y suave que envuelve delicadamente el asiento acolchado.

La familia Punto consta de dos modelos:



- La butaquita Punto Large es ligeramente mas generosa en volumen y en ella
predomina el tapizado, lo que la hace muy adecuada para entornos de gran
confort.

- La butaquita Punto Compact, es sutilmente mds reducida en tamafio, en este
modelo la madera cobra mayor protagonismo y al generarse un espacio entre el
asiento y el respaldo la butaca se percibe visualmente mas ligera.

Aunque los dos modelos difieren ligeramente en tamafio y proporciones para
satisfacer diversas necesidades practicas segun el entorno de uso, ambas butaquitas
respiran igual estilo y caracter visual, lo que invita a combinarlas en un mismo espacio.
